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Welcome. This booklet is being provided to assist you to successfully complete the QAI 
certification application process and to understand the requirements of the EU Regulation 
2092/91. Here we provide QAI’s guidelines for how you can demonstrate compliance to the 
EU Regulation 2092/91. This Companion Guide is for your reference and we hope you find it 
helpful. 
 

Using this Booklet 
You will notice that each numbered section in this booklet corresponds to the same 
numbered question on the QAI EU Regulation Trader Organic Compliance Plan. If you need 
clarification regarding a question asked, you can quickly find the answer within this booklet.  
 

Following is an example on how to use this booklet.  
 

This is a question from the Compliance Plan: 
A)  Products for shipment to the EU 
1. For every organic product shipped to the EU, has your 

company obtained from each of its suppliers a 
declaration, verified by the supplier’s respective 
certification body, which specifically confirms the 
supplier’s compliance with the EU regulation?  
*A template for this declaration, Attachment #3 - 
Affidavit of EU Regulation Compliance, is included in 
this package.

All organic ingredients used in processed products must be 
compliant with EU regulation 2092/91. If an ingredient supplier’s 
Certificate of Compliance does not specify compliance with the EU 
regulation 2092/91, an additional declaration in which the 
supplier’s certifier specifically confirms the supplier’s compliance 
with the EU regulation must be obtained and kept on file. This 
evidence of EU regulation compliance must be obtained for each 
organic ingredient supplier prior to processing any product 
intended for shipment to the EU.

Certification Issue Guidance 

A) Products for shipment to the EU  

1. Supplier Compliance 
with 2092/91  

 Article 5 (3) (a) 
 (Attachment #3) 

All organic ingredients used in processed products must be 
compliant with EU regulation 2092/91. If an ingredient supplier’s 
Certificate of Compliance does not specify compliance with the EU 
regulation 2092/91, an additional declaration in which the 
supplier’s certifier specifically confirms the supplier’s compliance 
with the EU regulation must be obtained and kept on file. This 
evidence of EU regulation compliance must be obtained for each 
organic ingredient supplier prior to processing any product 
intended for shipment to the EU. The box marked N/A should only 
be marked if your company has not shipped to the EU and has not 
represented any product as EU regulation compliant. 
 

Please note: According to the EU regulation, the supplier’s 
certification body must satisfy the requirements laid down in the 
conditions of standard EN 45011, which is equivalent to ISO guide 
65.   
 

A template for the additional declaration, Attachment #3 - Affidavit 
of EU Regulation Compliance, is included with the processor organic 
compliance plan for the processor’s use.  
 

All completed declarations/affidavits for each supplier must be on 
file and available for review during your annual inspections. The 
QAI inspector will verify that the ingredients used for products 
shipped to the EU are supported by declarations/affidavits signed 
by each supplier’s certifier.  

2. EU Labeling 
Requirements  

 Article 5 (5a) (a-h) 

All product labeling of products shipped to the EU must be 
compliant with EU requirements. 
¾ Only products with >95% of the ingredients of agricultural origin 

certified in accordance with EU regulation 2092/91 may bear 
indications referring to organic production methods in the sales 
description of the product.  

 

Products that consist of >70% - 95% ingredients of agricultural 
origin that are certified in accordance with EU 2092/91 must 
indicate the percentage of organic ingredients in the product. 
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The statement must read “X% of the agricultural ingredients were 
produced in accordance with the rules of organic production”. The 
statement may not appear in color, size, or lettering style that is 
more prominent than the sales description of the product. Such 
products may bear indication referring to organic production 
methods in the list of ingredients. (A clear relation must be made to 
those ingredients that are certified in accordance with said 
regulation.) Such indications must also appear in the same color and 
with an identical size and style of lettering as the other indications 
in the list of ingredients.

 All shipments made directly to EU member states must be 
accompanied by a European Community Certificate of Inspection for 
Import of Products from Organic Production. This “ECC” must be 
authorized by QAI. All such certificates must be maintained on file 
and be available for review by the QAI inspector (for specific 
instructions on how to complete the ECC, please refer to page 7of 
this guide). The inspector will be instructed by QAI to conduct an 
audit trail evaluation in order to verify that the annual yield and 
corresponding certificates completed are in line with production 
estimates.

Box #2 Council Regulation  (EEC) No 2092/91 and Commission Regulation (EC) 1788/2001: 
QAI qualifies for implementation of this regulation under Article 11.6, therefore the box next 
to 11.6 should be checked.  
 

Box #3 Serial number of the certificate of inspection: 
This number will be assigned by QAI upon submission of the Certificate. Leave this box 
BLANK. 
 

Box #4 Reference no.  authorization under Article 11(6): 
According to the EU regulation 2092/91, importers in the EU must obtain an “import 
authorization” from the regulatory body for the importing member state. This import 
authorization should have a reference number assigned by the regulatory body that issued 
the authorization. If the reference number entered in Box #4 does not match the reference 
number of the import authorization held by the importer THE CONSIGNMENT MAY BE 
REJECTED FOR DISTRIBUTION BY THE EU CUSTOMS AGENTS.  Please maintain a copy of the 
CURRENT import authorization held by your importer in order to avoid this problem. Also, 
please be advised that import authorizations are issued with specific reference to the name 
and address of the importer, the country of origin, the details of the certifying body in the 
country of origin, and to the name of the products concerned. Inconsistency between the 
Certificate and the import authorization for any one of these elements may result in rejection 
of the consignment.  
 

Box #5 Exporter (name and address): 
Enter the name and address of your QAI certified company. 
 

Box #6 Inspection body or authority (name and address): 
QAI (as in Box #1) 
 

Box #7 Producer or preparer of the product (name and address): 
Enter the name and address of the entity that carried out the last operation (production, 
preparation, including packaging and labeling) on the consignment in the country mentioned 
in box 8. 

 



Box #8 Country of Dispatch: 
Enter the country from which the consignment will be shipped. 
 

Box #9 Country of Destination: 
Enter the country at which the consignment will arrive. 
 

Box #10 First consignee in the Community (name and address): 
Enter the name and address of the entity that will receive the consignment. 
 

Box #11 Name and address of the importer: 
Enter the name and address of the entity that has purchased the consignment. This may be 
the same entity as is named in Box #10. 
 

Box #12 Marks and numbers. Container No (s). Number and kind. Trade name of the product: 
Enter any identifying marks, numbers, descriptions, etc. that may be applicable for the 
consignment. 
 

Box #13 CN Codes: 
Enter the Combined Nomenclature Codes for the products concerned. To determine the 
applicable CN Code for your product, please visit the following website: 
http://europa.eu.int/eurlex/ 
en/archive/2001/l_27920011023en.html. 
 

Box #14 Declared quantity: 
Enter the amount AND unit of measurement for the consignment.

To be completed by QAI upon review and approval. THIS IS THE LAST BOX THAT MUST BE 
COMPLETED PRIOR TO SHIPMENT. PLEASE NOTE: THIS ORIGINAL CERTIFICATE, APPROVED BY 
QAI, MUST ACCOMPANY EACH AND EVERY CONSIGNMENT SHIPPED TO AN ENTITY THAT 
INTENDS TO MARKET THE PRODUCT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS SET FORTH BY 
THE EUROPEAN UNION COUNCIL REGULATION (EEC) NO 2092/91. 
 

Boxes #16 - #18 
To be completed once the consignment has arrived at destination. These boxes are not 
included in the template provided by QAI.
